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Objectives

At the conclusion of this program the participants should be able to:

1. Appreciate the wide variety of factors that should be explored and addressed by clinicians when a terminally and critically ill patient expresses the wish to die.
2. Discover how demoralization and the wish to die complicate a psychiatrist’s ability to assess capacity to withdraw life sustaining treatment in the suicidal patient who is critically and terminally ill.
3. Participants will learn about common counter transference reactions that arise when treating terminally ill, suicidal patients and assessing their capacity to make end of life decisions.
