New Jersey Medical School Center for Advanced Proteomics (CAPR) Matching Fund Program (MFP) Application Form

A. Mission: The purpose of the CAPR Matching Fund Program is to provide support to investigators at New Jersey Medical School to capitalize on the advanced state-of-the-art proteomics resources available in this facility. The goal of this new program is to assist NJMS faculty in generating proteomics-based data to be included in their publications and grant applications. The CAPR-MFP is supported by the Office of the Senior Associate Dean for Research at UMDNJ-New Jersey Medical School.

B. Deadlines, Review, and Funding Period: Applications and all supporting documents should be submitted to Dr. Hong Li (NJMS-UH Cancer Center, F1226

) by 5 p.m. on January 17th 2008. Applications will be reviewed by the CAPR MFP Review Committee. The funding period for MFP will be one year for Regular MFPs and two years for Collaborative MFPs. 
C. Award Amount: All support provided through the CAPR MFP require 1:1 matching funds to be provided by the awardee. Matching funds are to be deposited prior to commencement of services under the MFP program up to the award amount. 
Requests for funds may be made as follows (see item F for description of Regular and Collaborative projects):

• Regular MFP: 
$1000 to $2,500 (matched for a total of $2,000 - $5,000)

• Collaborative MFP: up to $10,000 (matched for a total of up to $20,000)

D. Eligibility: Only full-time NJMS faculty are eligible to apply for CAPR MFP.
E. Eligible Projects and Supplies: Support will be provided for new projects or on-going projects which require the inclusion of proteomics data. 

Project funds are available for purchasing CAPR services (http://njms.umdnj.edu/proweb/forms/TotalServiceForm2007.pdf). 
MFP Awards cannot be used to offset costs for preparing samples for proteomics analysis. Funding sources unrelated to the MFP should be used for this purpose.
F. Categories of MFP Eligible Projects

1. Regular MFP Projects: These projects will include relatively routine proteomics experiments which involve currently operational CAPR technologies (e.g.  protein identification, protein mass measurements, 2D gel separations, instrument operation training, and proteomics quantification).
2. Collaborative MFP Projects: These projects will require proteomics analysis, including but not limited to protein post-translational modifications, large scale proteomics quantification and other novel/exploratory type of research projects. For Collaborative MFP Projects applicants must include a statement as to how CAPR components will be utilized in the submission of proposals for extramural funding.
It is the goal of both categories of support to assist NJMS faculty in advancing their research projects towards submission of funding applications and publications.
