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Undergraduate Summer Research Experience
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The Summer Research Program, sponsored by the School of Graduate Studies (SGS), is designed to provide research experience for undergraduate students interested in careers in Biomedical Research. The program provides a 10-week period of full-time laboratory research, under the direction of a SGS faculty member. In addition, graduate faculty members give weekly presentations describing their research and the opportunities for graduate study in their respective programs. Students make oral presentations of the results of their summer research at the end of the 10 week period. 

Accepted students will receive a fellowship of $4000 without housing or $3000 with housing for the ten-week period. A maximum of ten qualified candidates will be accepted. The application deadline is March 31st.


To be considered for the program you must provide the following documents:

1. A completed application

2. Official Transcripts from all universities/colleges attended or attending

3. Two Letters of Recommendation from an advisor and one from a science faculty member. Letters must come directly from the writers can be emailed directly to lucyle@rutgers.edu

4. Only apply if you can commit to the 10-week duration
